Deepti Naval
THE EXTRAORDINARY BEAUTY 

OF THE EVERYWOMAN

Growing up, Deepti Naval was fascinated with 
movie stars like Sadhana and Asha Parekh, 
women who played the quintessential “heroine” 
in Hindi films. But moving to New York City, 
studying art at Hunter College, and watching 
world cinema at a young age changed all that. She 
became intensely interested in the lives, stories 
and struggles of real women, as opposed to just 
playing out a fantasy for male audiences.

This, then, seems to be the golden thread that 
binds everything Naval does as an artist. Women 
gaze back at you in her oil paintings on canvas. 
Her art celebrates the beauty of everyday things—
oil lamps and wall clocks, mountains and valleys, 
twisted tree trunks and the domes of grand, old 
mosques. Her books of poetry sing the songs 
of the unsung—abortions and heartbreak, the 
silent scream of mental illness, the tranquillity of 
evenings spent in the hills by a bonfire. 

So too, in her incredible body of work as an actor. 
Deepti Naval seems to transition easily from 
her iconic role as the tenacious ‘Miss Chamko’, 
a detergent salesperson in Chashme Buddoor 
(1981) to the eponymous village woman ‘sold’ to a 
journalist in the flesh trade in Kamla (1984). She is 
known for studying and referencing her characters 
with great care. In the ‘80s, when leading ladies 
were still expected to lip-sync a song or two by a 
tree, Naval was visiting psychiatric care facilities 
to prepare for her roles in Ankahee (1985) and 
Main Zinda Hoon (1988). 

In the foreword for her book, Black Wind and Other 
Poems (2004), legendary filmmaker and Academy 
Award-winning lyricist Gulzar wrote, ‘She lives the 
experience twice. First, when she actually lands 
in a situation, and takes the full experience of life. 
The second, when she filters it, takes the essence 
of a poem and relives it. That is why for an actress 
her first take is always her second take.’

In that context, perhaps, her ‘second take’ in 
cinema deserves special mention. While women 
‘of a certain age’ are confined to drab secondary 
parts without an arc in sight, Naval essayed the 
role of a widowed woman finding new love in 
Listen Amaya (2013) which won her the award for 
Best Actress at the New York Indian Film Festival. 
In the complex role of Ammaji in NH10 (2015), 
she is a fearsome, honour-obsessed matriarch, 
upholding patriarchal values in the rural heartland. 
In Zoya Akhtar and Reema Kagti’s web series, 
Made in Heaven (2019), she plays a woman who 
vacillates between unabashedly enjoying her 
wedding to a new lover and being heartbroken 
at what her children think of it. And finally, her 
directorial debut, Do Paise Ki Dhoop Chaar Aane 
Ki Baarish (2009), recently streaming on Netflix, 
where Naval chooses to tell the story of how a gay 
man, a sex worker and her disabled son come 
together to make an unusual family. 

With a filmography that spans four decades 
and tiptoes across the boundaries of art and 
commercial, Deepti Naval represents a rare kind 
of excellence in Indian cinema.
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Fernando Meirelles 
THE GOD OF SMALL THINGS

In 2016, a little after the fireworks erupted over Rio de 
Janeiro at the Olympic Games opening ceremony, 
global cultural critics began to remark at the dazzling 
display Fernando Meirelles had pulled off, barely a 
month after Rio’s acting governor had declared 
the state bankrupt. The ceremony was lauded for 
its representation of Brazil’s complex history and 
cultural diversity, its strong environmental message, 
its use of cinematic technique, and for pulling it all 
off in one-tenth the budget China had in the last 
Olympics.

It’s an anecdote that might 
have little to do with films, but it 
tells you everything you need to 
know about the Academy Award-
nominated director, producer, 
and screenwriter.

In the 1980s, Fernando Meirelles 
was an architecture student at 
the University of São Paulo, when 
he began making video art with a 
group of friends. Eventually, this 
group became Olhar Eletrônico, an independent 
production company that produced numerous 
programmes for Brazilian TV for over 10 years. In the 
’90s, he began directing commercials, which gave 
him great command over technique. Unsurprisingly, 
he went on to receive several Clio Awards and 
Cannes Lions as an ad filmmaker. Simultaneously, 
he directed  180 episodes of Ra Tim Bum, a show 
for young children that became so popular, it has 
spawned its own channel TV Rá-Tim-Bum. 

But it would still be a decade before Meirelles would 
move on to his long-held passion – directing features. 
In 2000, he co-directed the film Maids (Domésticas) 
with Nando Olival in preparation for a more ambitious 
project. City of God (Cidade de Deus, 2002), adapted 
from a novel of the same name, is loosely based 
on the true stories of children who grew up in the 

favelas of Brazil in the ’60s. In casting the landmark, 
self-financed film, he eschewed actors and chose 
children from the slums trained by Nós do Morro, 
a theatre group that works to keep street kids away 
from the drug trade. When it released, legendary 
film critic Roger Ebert wrote in the Chicago Sun-
Times, ‘City of God churns with furious energy as it 
plunges into the story of the slum gangs of Rio de 
Janeiro… it announces a new director of great gifts 
and passions: Fernando Meirelles. Remember the 

name.’ 

The film went on to receive more 
than 50 international awards, 
and was nominated for four 
Academy Awards, including 
Best Director. 

Since then, Meirelles has split 
his time between directing 
international features and TV 
series in Brazil. The Constant 
Gardener (2005), his follow-
up to City of God, received four 

Academy Awards nominations and three Golden 
Globe Awards nominations. In 2008, his film 
Blindness opened the Cannes Film Festival. And, 
in 2011, his film 360 opened the BFI London Film 
Festival. In the same period, he directed several 
series for TV Globo and HBO. He also directed 
Bizet’s opera The Pearl Fishers for the stage. 

An avid farmer, Meirelles plans to be involved in 
projects related to the environmental crisis and is 
currently filming a scientific documentary about 
soil. This year, Netflix will release The Two Popes, 
a comedy-drama starring Anthony Hopkins and 
Jonathan Pryce, which is directed by him. The film 
premiered at Telluride in August 2019 and is already 
being touted as a ‘triumph of unostentatious 
filmmaking.’

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Mirrah Foulkes is an Australian actor, writer and director. Her first short film, 
Dumpy Goes to the Big Smoke (2012), earned her many awards, including the 
Rouben Mamoulian Award for Best Director and The Ellen - Filmmaker to Watch 
Award at Aspen Shortsfest 2013. Florence Has Left the Building (2015) won the 
AACTA Award for Best Short Fiction Film. Foulkes’ latest short film Trespass 
(2016) had its international premiere at Toronto International Film Festival.

A mid-17th century town called Seaside (incidentally, nowhere near the sea) is ruined 
by poverty, neglect, violence and mob rule. Only one glimmer of artistry remains: 
Punch and Judy’s marionette puppet theatre. Judy is the superior puppeteer, but 
Punch owns the limelight. When Punch succumbs to Seaside’s temptations and the 
local tavern, Judy catches him drinking in the company of an apparent mistress. A 
slapstick chain of events sets off some tragic acts of vengeance.

The progressive Urdu poet Kaifi Azmi was both a poet for social change and one 
of the foremost lyricists in the Hindi film industry. Not content to limit himself to fine 
writing, he worked ceaselessly throughout his life as a catalyst for change among 
the disenfranchised. Documented through extensive interviews—with him, his wife, 
Shaukat Kaifi, and his children, Shabana and Baba Azmi, as well as friends and 
colleagues—the film looks at his small-town roots, his commitment to socialism, his 
wide-ranging body of work, and the enormous changes he brought to the life of the 
village where he was born.

Sumantra Ghosal spent the better part of his life making advertisement films 
for his companies Cinematix and Equinox.

Speaking Hand (2003), about tabla maestro Zakir Hussain and The Unseen 
Sequence (2013), about Bharatanatyam dancer Malavika Sarukkai. He also served 
as creative collaborator with Sarukkai and wrote the poems for the full-length 
dance project Thari – The Loom. In 2017, Ghosal completed The Space Between 
the Notes, a documentary on a concert by Zakir Hussain and Niladri Kumar. His 
most recent work Kaifinama commemorates the birth centenary of Kaifi Azmi.

Writer, director, producer, and hairstylist Sapna Moti Bhavnani tells the story of her 
ancestral community, the Sindhis, through personal stories and illustrations on skin—
tattoos. Forced by the Partition of 1947 to either convert to Islam and remain in Sindh, 
Pakistan, or migrate to India and assemble with its dominant culture, Sindhis have 
experienced the slow death of their culture and language. Inspired by a personal 
conversation with her grandmother, Bhavnani begins to ink her legs using one art 
form from Sindh (Ajrak) and one from India (Madhubani), to tell the story of a land 
carried on the shoulders of its people and not rooted in any soil. This is the story of 
the largest migration of a culture in history, told through ink. 

Sapna Moti Bhavnani is an actor, spoken word artist, hair stylist, writer, director, 
producer, and change-maker. In 2016, she was awarded a SAVVY I Believe 
Felicitation and the Fempowerment Award for starting a free hair academy 
called Path to train former sex workers.

(2014), and Subah Ke Pehle (2015) have won acclaim at international film festivals.

When Gopi 
is invited to an event to collect a prize for topping a Sanskrit exam, he becomes 
obsessed with the idea of obtaining kastoori, an Indian musk, whose divine scent has 
been described in the Hindu mythological stories he likes listening to.

In a Parisian laboratory, a severed hand escapes its unhappy fate and sets out to 
reconnect with its body in this Cannes Critics’ Week selection. During a hair-raising 
escapade across the city, the extremity fends off pigeons and rats alike to reunite with 
pizza boy Naoufel. Its memories of Naoufel and his love for librarian Gabrielle may 
provide answers about what caused the hand’s separation, and a poetic backdrop for 
a possible reunion between the three. Based on the novel Happy Hand by Academy 
Award nominee Guillaume Laurant (Amelie). The Netflix Film will be available on the 
streaming service.

In the late 90s, Jérémy Clapin studied animation and illustration at the École des Arts 
Décoratifs de Paris (Paris Decorative Arts School). After graduating in 1999, he started 
working in 2000 as an illustrator and directed his first short film in 2004, Une Histoire 
Vertébrale (A Vertebral Story), which was very well received in festivals. In 2008, 
in Skhizein, he told the story of a man hit by a meteorite who finds himself shifted 
91 cm from his physical body, thus rendered invisible. Jérémy Clapin then worked 
in advertising, and in 2012, he made Palmipedarium, in which he chose a way to do 
animation that is much closer to live action.

Stéphane has recently joined the Anti-Crime Brigade in Montfermeil, Paris. 
Alongside his new colleagues, he quickly discovers tensions running high between 
neighbourhood gangs. When they find themselves overrun during the course of an 
arrest, a drone captures their every movement, their every action. 

Ladj Ly, actor, filmmaker, and native of Montfermeil, is best known for his attention-
grabbing web documentaries that depict the realities of social and political life. 
He directed his first short Montfermeil Les Bosquets (1997), before co-writing the 
documentary 28 Millimeters in 2004. After the 2005 Paris riots, Ly was triggered by 
the death of two youths and decided to film his neighbourhood for a year to make 
the documentary 365 Days in Clichy-Montfermeil (2007). His 365 Days in Mali (2014) 
spotlighted another region in turmoil. Les Misérables is his first feature, inspired by a 
César award-nominated short of his by the same name.

Agnès Varda, the professional photographer, installation artist, and pioneer of the 
Nouvelle Vague, offers insights into her oeuvre, using excerpts from her work to 
illustrate her artistic visions and ideas, with pieces that film-goers have never seen.

In what is perhaps legendary filmmaker Mrinal Sen’s most self-reflective work, Akaler Shandhaney (In 
Search of Famine, 1980), a film production crew invades a village in Bengal to recreate the tragic 1943 
famine that cost the region five million lives. The past slowly begins to creep into the present, and 
villagers see their own horrific histories playing out in front of the camera. In one of the final scenes, a 
bereft-looking little girl, clutching a box of talcum powder, watches as the crew packs up its equipment 
and leaves the village. In an old interview, Mrinal Da—as he was fondly known—admits this scene was 
entirely unscripted. The little girl was local to the village where he shot the film, and became friends 
with the filmmaker. As a parting gift, he gave her the powder box, and even taught her how to apply it. 
He admits to feeling guilt as he left, because his crew had done exactly what the crew of his story had 
—they captured the poverty of the village on film and then drove back to their comfortable, urban lives.

In yet another piece of unscripted irony, the film went on to win four National Awards and the Silver Bear 
–Special Jury Prize at the Berlinale in 1981. 

But Sen’s guilt is hardly a show of political correctness. All his films are genuinely concerned about 
the gap between the rich and the poor, and he almost makes it his mission to lay it bare. His interest 
in communist thought began in his college days while studying physics in Kolkata, where he became 
involved with the Indian People’s Theatre Association, and his allegiance to ideas of collective welfare is 
obvious right from his first films, Raat Bhore (The Dawn, 1955), and Neel Akasher Niche (Under the Blue 
Sky, 1958). But it is most pronounced in the film that first put him on the international radar—Baishey 
Shravana (The Wedding Day, 1960). Set in a remote village in Bengal, before World War II, this rural 
drama is the simple story of a marriage that disintegrates and takes a rather dark turn in the wake of 
famine, individual greed, and selfishness. 

His breakthrough film Bhuvan Shome (Mr. Shome, 1969), shot on a shoestring grant from the Government 
of India, won him several National Awards in India, and great international acclaim. Expertly shot and 
directed, the film subtly contrasts the self-centred, lonely, individualistic lives of an urbanised Indian 
man with the generosity and collectivism of the villagers he visits, and is credited with ushering in the 
New Wave in Indian cinema. In the films that followed, he drew his audiences in with simple-looking 
plots and left them with multiple nuanced conclusions and questions. Notable among these is Padatik 
(The Guerrilla Fighter, 1973), another self-reflective film, where two activists confined to an apartment 
question their own belief systems and ideologies.

Sen’s films travelled to major festivals across the world and received awards at Cannes, Berlin, Venice, 
Moscow, Karlovy Vary, Chicago, and Cairo, among others, and he returned to several of these festivals 
later as a member of the jury. The Government of India awarded him the Padma Bhushan, and the 
Dadasaheb Phalke Award—the highest honour given to filmmakers in India. The French government 
awarded him the Commandeur de l’Ordre des Arts et des Lettres (Commander of the Order of Arts and 
Letters), the highest honour conferred by the country upon artists. 

Our homage to Mrinal Sen is a celebration of the spirit of cinema and art itself, of the spirit of curiosity, 
of asking provocative questions, and of disturbing the comfortable.
