(MAMI) as a not-for-profit Trust. Their main objective was to organise an annual 
International Film Festival which the film industry and the country could be proud of.  The 
MAMI Board of Trustees in 1997 articulated their mission statement “We feel it is the need of 
the hour to disseminate and inculcate good cinema among Indian audiences. The only way to 
achieve this is to celebrate cinema by hosting an International Film Festival in Mumbai, 
India’s film and entertainment capital.” MAMI has seen phenomenal growth in the past three 
years under the stewardship of Kiran Rao, Anupama Chopra and Smriti Kiran.

Filmmakers can upload their content to Qube 
Wire using the Qube Wire desktop app and the system verifies the DCP at every stage. And 
the filmmaker can assign their movie to the festival which will not only transfer the DCP to 
the festival but will also provide restricted rights to the festival to issue KDMs to all the official 
festival screens, including any preview and quality check screens. The festival will receive a 
Qube Wire appliance with the capacity to store a large number of movies and these can be 
ingested into each screen’s server over the network on through CRU drives that the Qube 
Wire appliance can output. Film festivals can take advantage of Qube Wire to eliminate their 
logistical nightmares.
